Paper (30 Points) – to receive all points all the questions must be answered, be in paragraph form, and be typed.  Each of those components are worth 10 of the 30 points.  Grammatical errors can count off 1-5 points also.

1-2 Pages – use these questions to type the paper or use some of your own.
-	What do you think the purpose of the contest was?
-	What stocks did you purchase during the contest that worked?
-	What stocks did you purchase that did not work?
-	How much money did you make or lose?
-	if you would have stuck with the same stocks that you bought at the beginning of the contest how much money would you have made or lost?
-	How did your portfolio value compare to the value of the Dow jones Industrial index.  Look at your graph compared to the dow jones graph.  Do the 2 graphs look similar in their ups and downs, did your portfolio do better or worse.
-	if we started the project over again how would your strategy change?
-	What was the highest you got in the rankings? Did you wear the belt?  Did you win food?
-	I think this contest is fun and teaches you a little about the stock market.  Maybe you think it Stunk.  That’s ok, but tell me how I can make it better next time.

Transaction Sheets (40 Points) 

– 	To receive all 40 points all of your trades must be fully listed, You have to have at least 3 stocks at all times, 3 trades must be made a week, and 15,000 dollars invested at all times.  Each of those components are worth 10 points each.


Weekly/Daily Account Summary Sheet (20 Points)

This is the sheet that you fill out listing your portfolio value and what place you are
in once a week(CP)/or daily(Honors).  Missing data can count off 5, 10, or 15 points.
